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The High Weald covers parts of Kent, Sussex and
Surrey. It is a medieval landscape of rolling hills,
studded with sandstone outcrops, and covered
with a mosaic of small fields edged by hedges
and woodland. The countryside is scattered with
historic farmsteads linked by ancient routeways.

An extensive network of footpaths and
bridleways makes the High Weald a walker’s
paradise. From nature spotters to history buffs,
there’s something for everyone to enjoy.

Easy Access
Walks for everyone, including people with
conventional wheelchairs and pushchairs, using
easy access paths. Comfortable shoes or trainers
can be worn. Assistance may be needed to push
wheelchairs on some sections. 

Easy
Walks for anyone without a relevant mobility
difficulty or health problem. There may be stiles.
Comfortable shoes or trainers can be worn.
Suitable for pushchairs if they can be lifted over
occasional obstructions.

Leisurely
Walks for reasonably fit people with at least a
little country walking experience. May include
unsurfaced rural paths with stiles. Walking boots
and warm, waterproof clothing recommended.

Moderate
Walks for people with country walking
experience and a good level of fitness. May
include some steep paths and open country, and
may be at a brisk pace. Walking boots and warm,
waterproof clothing essential.

All car parks listed are free, unless otherwise
stated. Some of the walks start in rural places
where parking is limited. Please arrive in time to
park considerately and avoid inconvenience to
local residents. We encourage walkers to car-
share or use public transport where possible.
